Aprile Gallant is currently the Curator of Prints, Drawings, and Photographs at the Smith College
Museum of Art. She has been at SCMA since 2002, first as an Associate Curator, and was promoted to
Curator in 2005. She is responsible for the administration of the Cunningham Center for the Study of
Prints, Drawings, and Photographs, and has organized exhibitions on topics ranging from artist’s
books (Too Much Bliss: Twenty Years of Granary Books, 2006) to contemporary photography,
(Photographing Undomesticated Interiors, 2003). Prior to 2002, she was Curator of Prints, Drawings,
and Photographs at the Portland Museum of Art, Portland, Maine.

Founded in 1923, the Museum has evolved into an impressive community-based arts organization and has
become a cultural anchor for the City of Attleboro. The museum offers local and regional communities
programming such as its Museum School with onsite and satellite educational classes taught by award-
winning artists.

Continually changing exhibitions, featuring both amateur and professional artists, are prominently 
displayed in 3,500 square feet of gallery space. With 14-foot ceilings and moveable gallery walls, it is
one of the largest gallery spaces between Boston and Providence.
